8.  I have never been convicted of any crime, and have no criminal charges pending against me.

9.  I have never performed any act or activity, which is characterized as dishonest, immoral, immodest, indecent, or in bad taste.

10. To the best of my knowledge, I am in good health, and can safely compete and participate fully in any Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant activities.

11.  I have not, in the previous three months, authorized anyone to use my name, photograph, picture or title in connection with any endorsements for commercial products.

My failure to abide by this agreement shall, at the option of the Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant, terminate my present title and I may be required to forfeit and return all prizes and awards.

If I am selected Miss Coon Rapids 2010: 

I will serve until my successor is selected.   

I appoint the Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant my sole and exclusive agent, representative and attorney in fact: to act for me in all instances for all press releases and statements, to sign, execute and deliver any and all contracts in my name; to collect and receive any monies for me.

I am, and will remain, an independent contractor with respect to my relationship with the Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant and am not an employee thereof.

The Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant shall have the right to appoint or approve my traveling companion.

I understand that the Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant has had to make certain contracts and commitments in advance of the final selection, and I will do my utmost to honor those commitments.

ADDENDUM A – Successor Duties 

Should Miss Coon Rapids 2010 become Miss Minnesota 2010, the Miss Coon Rapids Scholarship Pageant will NOT crown the first runner up to the term of Miss Coon Rapids 2010.   

If Miss Coon Rapids 2010 forfeits her title, or is unable to compete for the title of Miss Minnesota 2010, the first runner up will take over the duties of Miss Coon Rapids 2010 at the Miss Minnesota 2010 Scholarship Program. If Miss Coon Rapids 2010 forfeits her title after the Miss Minnesota 2010 Scholarship Program, the first runner-up WILL NOT be called upon to complete the remainder of the term.

In the event the first runner-up replaces the original Miss Coon Rapids 2010, scholarship dollars will be prorated from the date of the replacement.  The original Miss Coon Rapids 2010 will receive a prorated scholarship amount from February 6, 2010 through the date of the completion of her service.  The new Miss Coon Rapids 2010 will receive a prorated scholarship amount from the date her service begins.

If Miss Coon Rapids 2010 forfeits her title after competing for Miss Minnesota 2010, her scholarship will be prorated to the date she forfeits.
