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Children’s Miracle Network Requirement

What Does This Mean For Contestants?

Service, one of the four points of the crown, has always been important to contestants striving for the opportunity to be Miss America. To build on this, contestants competing at any level in

the Miss America system will now be expected to raise a minimum of $100 to support Children’s Miracle Network and the Miss America Scholarship Fund. This is not an entrance

fee, but rather a new service requirement to participate in Miss America sponsored pageants. This new service requirement will not only continue the Miss America Organization’s legacy of

service and scholarship assistance, but also raise funds and awareness for Children’s Miracle Network.

How Will Funds Be Raised?

1. Before participating in local, state and the national Miss America pageants, each contestant will log onto www.missamerica4kids.org to create her personal fund raising web page and to set a fund raising goal (minimum—$100 at the local level).

2. Once registered, contestants will e-mail friends and relatives to ask for donations to support Children’s Miracle Network and the Miss America Scholarship Fund using a simple pre-formatted

email system.

3. Friends and relatives will then log on to their contestant’s personal fund raising web page to make secure donations.

Please note – this is a Miss America requirement and we are mandated to follow this portion of the program…it is not an optional component. 

You must raise the minimum of $100 to compete for the title of Miss Coon Rapids.
